Rules and Regulations

GUIDELINES

1. Entry Fee: $150.00 per team.  

2. Location: TBA

3. Roster: Teams roster should be limited to 15 players throughout the tournament. Only players that are on original roster are eligible to play. Once the tournament has begun roster cannot be changed.

4. Insurance: Each participant is required to carry his/her own insurance. 

5. Eligibility: Each team is responsible for having available appropriate documentation such as birth certificates and grade exception forms for the purposes of determining eligibility. If a player is found ineligible all games that he/she participated in will be forfeited.

6. Uniforms: All team members should have matching jerseys with visible numbers on the front and/or on the back. The team listened first on the schedule is the home team and should wear the light colored jersey. The team listed second will be considered the visiting team and should wear the darker jersey. If there is a discrepancy in jersey color the teams can agree to wear opposite jersey color.

7. Arrival Time: Participating teams should arrive to designated gym fifteen (15) minutes prior to scheduled game time. If games are running ahead they may start earlier than scheduled time.

8. Warm Up: Teams will be given a five (5) minute warm-up prior to game time.

Rules and Regulations

1. Playing Rules 

a. NCHSAA rules will apply except where specifically noted.

b. Ties in pool play may be determined by head to head competition between the teams, a point differential with a maximum of 15 points, least points given up, and coin toss.

2. Official Score Book / Time Keeping

a. The home team will be responsible for keeping the official scorers book (provided by tournament director) and a member of the visiting team shall keep the clock. The two teams can however agree to change responsibilities.

b. Game lengths will consist the following: 9U-14U four, seven minute quarters and 15U and up four, eight minute quarters. One day tournaments are 20 minute running clock for all age groups. Clock will stop on each dead ball at the two minutes mark remaining in each half (unless the 30 point advantage rule is in play). 
c. Overtime will last two minutes

d. Time outs per game consist of 3 full 60sec timeouts and 2 30 sec time outs. One timeout will be award to each team in over time.

e. When a team has a 30 advantage over the other team, a running clock will take affect. The clock will only stop if the advantage drops below 20 points.

3. Foul Shooting

a. Both girls and boys will fill lower block slots.

b. Each player must wait until the ball hits the rim before entering the lane.

Coach, Player, Spectator Conduct

c. Each coach in tournament should set a positive example for his or her athletes. It is the tournaments policy to prohibit any behavior that may deem detrimental to the athlete. The use of propane and inappropriate language or behavior is prohibited and will not be tolerated. Any coach or player guilty of such behavior will not be welcomed to future tournaments hosted by Sports Unlimited.

d. Coaches are responsible for the behavior of their player’s parents. A parent that exhibits inappropriate behavior and demeaning behaviors towards players, coaches, referees and other spectators will be asked to leave tournament. The player identified as being associated with the parent will also be ejected from the tournament. 

Protest:
All roster protest must be filed in writing accompanied by a $100.00 protest fee (refundable if the protest is upheld) with the Tournament Director PRIOR to protested game. If the protest is valid, the protested team forfeits all previous games. Upon protest, teams must provide proof of eligibility. (See roster rules for acceptable proofs of age and grade. 

· All non-roster protest must be filed in writing within one (1) hour of the 
conclusion of the contest and must be accompanied by a $100.00 protest fee (refundable if protest is upheld). Official’s calls are not grounds for a protest. 

· Tournament Directors rulings on protest are final.
